Warren Buffett, recognized as the premier investor in the world, continues 
his long-term support of Glide with the 10th annual Warren Buffett Lunch 
charity auction, a high demand item listed on eBay. 

Mr. Buffett will dine with the winning bidder and up to seven friends at 
Smith and Wollensky in New York on a mutually agreed upon date.

All of the proceeds from the winning bid will directly bene�t Glide, which 
Mr. Buffett has described as “maybe the most effective organization I’ve 
seen for people down on their luck.” 

Last year the winning bid was $650,100. Though the auction proceeds provide substantial support 
for Glide and its programs, they represent only about 4.4% of Glide’s $14.9 million annual budget. 
Glide must raise the remaining $14,250,000 from other sources.
